The Championship shall consist of a 36 hole qualifying round; players with the leading 16 scratch 
scores will compete in the match play stages.  All ties shall be decided on the last 18 holes; if a 
further tie results, ties will be decided on the last 9 ,6, 3 or 1 hole(s)(including County Shield). 
 
Entry Forms sent with no email address must include a S.A.E. All Juniors (under 18) must also send 
or bring with them on the day a completed Parental consent form. Please request a form where 
required. 
 
The County Shield: Each County shall nominate four players to represent it in the County Shield.  
From these four, the three lowest aggregate scratch scores returned over the 36 hole qualifying 
round shall count.  The nominated players must be members of that County Association in the 
Midlands South Region.  In the event of low entry numbers the Championship Committee may agree 
a selection from three nominated players. 
 
Practice rounds:  Please contact The Oxfordshire (01844 278505) to arrange tee times. A free 
practice round is available on Sunday July 11th 3pm & after. Outside this period, competitors will 
pay the Member’s guest green fee of £40 (Juniors  £20).  Your application must have been received 
prior to booking a practice round.  There is a practice area at the club. 
 
In the event of entries exceeding 60, the players with the lowest Exact Handicaps will be accepted.  
The Exact Handicap at the closing date will be used for the purposes of a ballot.  Please update
