








Two women are among the
winners of England Golf’s 2010
Volunteer of the Year Awards.

They are Eileen Binding of Somerset who has
won the women's award for services to golf;
and Northamptonshire’s Judy Ray who has
been recognised for services to county golf.

Eileen Binding has supported golf as a volunteer
for over 36 years. She started at her club,
Enmore Park, where she was ladies’ treasurer
and was twice ladies’ captain. She has also
been on the club’s handicap and competition
committees and chaired the green committee.
She supported the club’s successful application
for GolfMark status - it received a High Achiever
award — and she produces the club newsletter
for members and visitors.

Eileen also supports county golf in Somerset
and was treasurer was six years. She continues
to support the county ladies with their website
and has recently been appointed county
vice-president.

Judy Ray has devoted many years to
supporting women'’s and girls’ golf. She has
been a Northamptonshire county player and
although she no longer plays she remains
extremely committed to the game and
continues to attend a host of meetings.

Judy has been ladies’ captain and secretary at
her home club, Oundle. She has been involved
with the Northamptonshire ladies’ association
for over 20 years and has been county captain,
secretary, junior organiser and president.
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She was also a junior area manager for the
former English Ladies’ Golf Association. She has
been an active member of the county golf
partnership committee since 2004.

The other award winners are:

Services to Golf (male) — Mike Leek of Shirley
Golf Club, West Midlands, who is passionate
about offering golfing opportunities to children
with disabilities.

Services to club development — Andrew Plane
of Eden Golf Club, Cumbria, whose committed
work as junior organiser has seen the section
thrive and develop.

Volunteer coach of the year - Kevin Cademy-
Taylor, the Northumberland county captain,
who organises successful coaching
programmes for both his club and county.

Under 18 volunteer of the year — Andrew
McDonald, the junior captain of Newcastle
United Golf Club, who is heavily committed to
encouraging youngsters to take up golf.

18-25 volunteer of the year — Richard Shaw,
who set up the Birmingham University volunteer
team to support two county golf partnerships as
well as disability and schools programmes.

THE RULES -

Over the years the Rules of Golf have been modified, rule numbers changed and
additional rules added. Our series highlights some of the changes.

THEN

In 1934, Rule 20 included Playing Opponent's Ball and Playing a Ball Outside the Match.
If a player plays the opponent’s ball her side shall lose the hole unless the
opponent then plays the player’s ball, in which case the penalty is cancelled and
the hole shall be played out with the balls thus exchanged.

If a player plays a stroke with the ball of anyone not engaged in the match, and the
mistake be discovered and intimated to her opponent before her opponent has played
her next stroke, there shall be no penalty. If the mistake be not discovered and

so intimated until after the opponent has played her next stroke, the player’s side

shall lose the hole.

Now

In match play if a player makes a stroke at a wrong ball, she loses the hole.

If the player and opponent exchange balls during the play of a hole, the first to make
a stroke at a wrong ball loses the hole; when this cannot be determined, the hole

must be play out with the balls exchanged.
What is the relevant rule now?

Answer: Rule 15-3a
