It's
been developed primarily for women, children and seniors and is tailored for
progression from the covered driving range onto the golf course.

Cambridge won the Ladies Varsity Match for the fourth year in a row
when they beat Oxford 5%-3" at Royal Porthcawl. This was the 13th match in
the series and the overall tally stands at 8-5 in Oxford’s favour.

Golf club welfare officers believe they get good service from the EWGA
and EGU, according to a recent survey. They also stressed the importance of
promoting the support offered by the organisations’ compliance team and network
of regional development officers. The positive findings emerged from a
guestionnaire sent to welfare officers to find out if they were receiving the

service they needed and if it could be improved.

Golf clubs awarded GolfMark could access an £800 grant while other clubs
could apply for a £400 grant. GolfMark is a national scheme which identifies
and recognises junior and beginner-friendly golf facilities.
